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Introduction 
1. A website has been setup to support the work of TAGRA and disseminate research and consultation (see: http://www.tagra.scot.nhs.uk/). The structure of the website is similar to the NRAC website and the content will be updated as the group progresses. At the moment the website has been password restricted to give TAGRA members the opportunity to view and comment on the website before its released publically. This password will be emailed to you separately. A members area will also be setup on the website to allow confidential information to remain restricted to TAGRA members. 
Purpose

2. To make TAGRA members aware of the website and obtain any comments on the content and layout of the website. Another issue to consider is whether there should be a formal process of agreeing whether each paper goes on the public website rather than the members site.
NEXT STEPS

3. The website will be updated to take account of TAGRA’s comments and the access restrictions will be then be removed (except for the members area). ASD will consider how best to inform stakeholders of the website’s existence and contents.
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
